The McNair Hall Cup Rules

Spirit: The McNair Hall Cup exists to support the ideals of building a strong community in McNair Hall
through friendly competition.

To obtain the cup, a house (challenger) must issue a challenge to the house that currently has the Cup
(challengee) to some sort of competition.
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declared to the RA or house officer(s). Challenges are on a first come/first serve basis, but there must be

at least one week between competitions. The challenge must be issued at least three days before the
competition.

A house may decline a challenge, but by doing so, they forfeit the competition and the Cup.

A losing house must wait at least one full week before issuing another challenge. This eliminates
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competition, athletic or otherwise, where a winner can be determined. However, the challenge shall not

be one that involves alcohol, violence, purposeful bodily harm or destruction of public or school property.

All challenges must fit within all university policies. The challengers are responsible for providing any

necessary equipment that the challenges do not have, reserving fields, rooms, etc.

A reasonable place and date for the competition will be chosen upon by the challenger. If the challengee
cannot reasonably be expected to show up at the place and/or date, the challenge is void. The challenger
and challengee must agree on the time of the competition. Competitions shall not take place during
summer school, breaks, or Finals Week.

Only current residents of the house are allowed to participate in the competition. If any non-residents are
found participating, the violating house will forfeit the competition and be expelled from competing in the
McNair Hall Cup for one year.

It is the responsibility of the challenger to make sure that both teams agree to the rules before entering

into competition. If this is not done, the challenge is void. The challengee must bring the Cup with them

to the competition for display.
